
In Conversation (Dance in Dialogue) Project Proposal
This form is specifically designed for proposals for the In Conversation strand of the Dance in Dialogue book series.  Please consider it carefully and include the following information so we can give it the attention it deserves. 
In Conversation is a unique initiative that will lead to publication of (40,000 word) curated books highlighting new issues in interdisciplinary dance research. Each volume will consist of essays and conversation developed out of international public dialogues. This proposal asks you to consider the significance of the proposed dialogue and how you might develop a subsequent short book disseminating knowledge in both formats. 
The project, in line with the ethos of the series as a whole, foregrounds dialogue about dance across disciplinary perspectives.  These will involve a specialised, but diverse set of expert commentators, who critically reflect on and speak to current and topical concerns emerging in the field of dance and beyond.  
It will be accessible to a wide cross-section of audiences, including an enthusiastic general readership, specialist lay readers, artists, scholars, educators, and undergraduate students (Courses including: Dance; Theatre; Performance; Cultural Studies; Visual Cultures; History; Gender Studies; Language; Sociology; Law; Geography; Psychology) with the potential to spark interest in topics for more comprehensive scholarly pioneering research.

Summary

A one-line description of the project summing up its scope and content.
Description

A concise description of the project including your approach, the relationship between the event and publication, main topics and the subjects discussed.

Rationale

The reasons why this research (dialogue and publication) is needed, the needs it will fulfil, its fit with contemporary debates, performances and literature.

Short non-technical description

A short description that could be used as the basis for catalogue or jacket copy. This should be clear, informative and persuasive (175 words or less).

Key features

If you had to give three key benefits that your initiative offers to its participants and readers, what would they be?

Constituents of Event: 
Please give details of the event (where, when), including include a rationale for the type of event proposed (on-line digital interface only, mixed live and digital, webinar, lecture/demonstration, public forum etc). Will you charge for this event? Will it be a free public event? Please provide as much information as possible about the participants in the event and what they bring to the discussion and the nature and significance of the venue or interface of the event. 
Contents of publication: 

While it is understood that the publication will be dependent on the event, please give a clear description of the main topics that will covered in the short book. Please provide as much information about planned publication keeping in mind this will work as a short book format.  Will it include critical essays, photographs, poetry, photo-essays. Will the project as a whole have other features, such as an accompanying website, that may be needed?
Also indicate when you expect to deliver the completed work – please be realistic.

Permissions

Will you be using photographs or data from event, if so what data protection protocols will you have in place (informed consent etc) Will you be reusing any previously published material (figures, illustrations, text) of your own or others?  If so, please give full details.
Pedagogical features

If appropriate, please outline the main pedagogical feature that you would plan to include (chapter summaries, case studies, study questions, glossary, further reading, website links).   Market and Competition

Market and readership
For whom is the book is primarily written, in which discipline(s), at what level(s), which specific courses/modules it might be used upon?  Are there secondary markets in other areas or at other levels?
International markets

Where do you see the main markets for the book, e.g. UK, USA, Canada, Europe, Australasia, etc?  Please provide any information that would help us to promote the book in specific markets, e.g. international case studies, contributors, author profile, possible endorsements, etc.
Competition

Please provide details (title, author, publisher, publication date and list price) of comparable books, or books that might compete directly for a reader’s attention.  How is your book like, or unlike, the other books.  What are their strengths and weaknesses of the competing books?  What advantages does your book have over the competition?
Author and Contributor Information

Your details

Include your title, full name (as you would want to appear on the book, in catalogues, etc) and affiliation/job title.  Also provide a short biographical note (up to 50 words).  For edited volumes, include a list of contributors including the title, full name, and affiliation/job title.
Contact details 

Include your email address, work telephone number and an alternative telephone number, and your postal address (to which you’d be happy for all formal correspondence to be sent, such as contacts, books, etc).
Additional information

Please give any additional information which would be helpful in making our decision, e.g. previous books, teaching/research experience, media contacts, etc.
Other Information

Suggested reviewers

Please provide names of people we might approach to ask their opinions on your proposed book.  Ensure that your suggestions reflect the proposed market for the book (i.e. if you feel that there are strong markets in the UK and USA and a small market in Australia, please make a few suggestions from each country, focusing on the UK and USA for the majority of suggestions).  These suggestions may be people teaching on courses for which you’d anticipate the proposed text being essential or supplementary reading, key names in the field, people you’ve worked with on other projects, and so on.
Thank you for taking the time to complete your proposal. Above all, please make sure that someone who may be unfamiliar with your work or the exact area in which you work has enough information to make informed comments on the project.
